Staff Claim Hamilton Water Palace Bosses Lied Over Legionanaires Bug

STAFF at a swimming pool hit by a Legionnaires' disease scare claim they were made to lie about why it had to be closed.

Workers at Hamilton Water Palace claim bosses told them to say a boiler had broken down.

And they are furious they were made to work on after tests showed bacteria which cause the potentially deadly lung condition could be in the centre's water supply.

A man diagnosed with the bug after using the pool is recovering in hospital.

One worker said: "The way this has been handled is a disgrace. Our bosses told us a boiler had broken down and we were made to go and tell all the folk that came to use the pool that was why it had to close.

"Managers never told us the real reason."

A spokesman for South Lanarkshire Council said: "Following the closure of Hamilton Water Palace's wet side, staff were fully briefed that this was due to a problem with the domestic hot water system
